· Provide a copy of the high school transcript or a letter of recommendation from the secondary school instructor when registering for the Postsecondary Apprenticeship Program.

 
Terms and Conditions:

 

· After graduating from High School, student will be able to apply for admission to the evening Electrical Apprentice Program.

 

· Students enrolled in the high school Electrical Technology Program will receive credit for one year or 144 hours of related instruction credit if/when the following criteria is met:

 

a. A review of the high school transcript or a letter of recommendation from the secondary school instructor indicating attainment of skills and standards comparable to post-secondary courses;

 

b.   An attendance record that meets the secondary school’s requirements; and

 

   c.   A grade point average of 2.0 or higher in electrical course work
