Overview of 2016 Accountability Rules
Students included in Accountability and Assessment Reporting
· All students in EOY snapshot :  Take all students in grades 3-8 and 11 who have a valid EOY record in the snapshot  for 3/1/2016. 
· Add 12th graders who need to test (did not test grade 11): Add to this list the students in grade 12 who were not accounted for in previous years   (see below for details)
· Add students with results but not in starting list: Add to this list the students who are not already in the starting list, but have a completed test record and a record in the EOY. 
Exemptions 

1. Set exemptions for the following in the following order of precedence:
1.1. AlreadyTestedGrade11  (B)- Students who were already accounted in previous years for grade 11 are not required to test again.  
1.2. SASC  (S) – Approved Special consideration exemptions.  
1.3. 1stYearLEP  (L)- First Year ELL students exempt from ELA exam.  This is determined by ESOL submissions or by an approved “L” exemption.  Note: Students who are first Year ELL who were not included in the fall or winter ESOL submission MUST request an exemption.  
1.4. Enrolled After test Window (E)  - Students who enrolled after the start of the test window are considered exempt from testing.  If the student does test their results are included for the subject.
1.5. Withdrew (W) – if the student was in the starting list, does not have a completed assessment and left the state or dropped out before the end of the testing window then the student will be considered Withdrawn from testing.

Grades     
1. Grade Student Should test at  - This is the grade the student is expected to have a result for  
1.1. The grade of the student as of 3/1/16 as gathered from the EOY snapshot. 
1.2. For students not in the starting list but with a result then use the Grade student actually tested at for the subject.
2. Set as Not Tested – didn’t test at correct grade:  If the “Grade Student Should test at” is not the same as the “Grade student actually tested at”  for the subject then the student is considered to be testing off grade.  They are considered Not tested (N) which affects participation but not performance.  The exception is grade 10 testing as grade 11.
Grade 11 Repeaters don’t need to test again

1. All students who are in the starting list for grade 11 will be expected to participate in the state assessment
 
EXCEPT:
1.1. Students granted a deferral of grade 11 testing  (D)
1.2. Students granted a special consideration exemption (S) 
1.3. First Year LEP students for ELA
1.4. Students who were included in the state’s accountability system for any previous year from 2009 on for a grade 11 test 
 12th graders who need to test (did not test grade 11 previously)

 

1. The following Grade 12 students who did not previously complete an 11th grade assessment are expected to test
1.1. All grade 12 students in the starting list 
1.2. who do not have an exemption 
1.3. were in the EOY for school year 2014-2015 before October 1, 
2014 in grade 9, 10 or 11 
1.4. and were not included in the state’s accountability system for any previous year for a grade 11 test (skipped 11th grade).  
Note if a student was in grade 11 after Oct 1 
2014, did not test in NH previously in grade 11 and is in grade 12 as per EOY

· The student is not required to test this year

· However, the student WILL BE required to test the following year if they do not graduate.
School and District responsible for participation 
1. School/District responsible: 
1.1. Student was enrolled as of the start of the test window. The school and sending district where the student was enrolled as of the start of the test window 3/1 is the school and district responsible for the participation of the student. If the student leaves the school after that date and enrolls in another school/district in NH then the original school is responsible for working with the receiving school to verify the student is tested.
1.2. If Student left state during the test cycle but has a completed Assessment:  If the student left the state before the end of the testing but completed testing before leaving the state then the results are counted for the subject.  
1.3. If Student enrolled after the start of the test window:  If the enrolled after the start of the test window and has a result then the school/district where the student tested is considered the participating school/district.
School and District responsible for performance

1. Performance School: The school with the highest ADM for the year will be assigned the student’s performance.   
2. Performance District: The district with the highest ADM for the year will be assigned the student’s performance.   This will be determined by a sum of the student’s   ADM for the district.  For OOD students the sending district is used for summing the ADM.   
Determine if the student is included in Accountability
1. Accountability School: If the student has not been granted an exemption and if the student’s ADM for the performance school is > .90 ADM and the student tested then the student is included in school accountability for performance.    
2. Accountability District: If the student has not been granted an exemption and if the student’s ADM for the performance district  is > .90 ADM and the student tested then the student is included in district accountability for performance.    
Results to include (in order)

1. Results are assigned based on the following order

a. DLM – Include results where a performance level was assigned.

b. SAT– All returned results with a SASID match will be used.

c. SBAC – Include Completed tests with Attemptedness indicator = ‘Y’

d. PACE – All returned results will be used.  
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
