COMPETENCY-BASED PERFORMANCE STANDARD

for

INFORMATION USE (Technology, Research, Analysis)

According to the NH Curriculum Frameworks, proficiency in Information Use means that the student will use information-gathering techniques in collecting, analyzing, organizing, and presenting information.

The student shall submit evidence to demonstrate to the assessor(s) that the following standard has been met in its entirety. This evidence should be gathered from at least two sources (contexts, situations, classes, or experiences)  to show consistent skill. The student’s proficiency level in each competency area will be evaluated by:  1) assessing how closely the evidence submitted  meets this written standard, 2) the Assessor(s) Professional Judgement, and 3) comparison of the student’s evidence with Exemplar work that illustrates “Proficient” in each competency area.

The student proficient in information use will demonstrate the ability to
Grade 9 & 10:

Show use of a plan for gathering information

Gather information from a variety of sources, using a variety of technologies

Use sources that are current and appropriate to the topic

Evaluate sources for correct and trustworthy information

Document sources of information appropriately

Use a filing/organization system for information, such as notebook, disk, etc.

Develop a clear and useful outline

Develop a topic from thesis statement to conclusion

Use an appropriate amount and type of evidence to support thesis

Grade 11 & 12 (in addition to above):

Justify the use of a particular organizational system for a particular product

Demonstrate knowledge of the relationship between thesis, supporting evidence, and conclusion

Effectively present a thesis, supporting evidence, and conclusion using writing,  speaking/discussing, and audio/visual aids

Target presentation to the audience

Guidance Notes for Assessors:
The number of sources required for background information and the amount of evidence required to support a thesis will be determined in the learning environment (the class, task group, work experience, etc), and appropriate to the assigned task. Students must demonstrate that they have met these requirements as assigned.

An Outline may take the form of a graphic organizer, story board, etc.

Method used for documentation of sources (e.g., MLA, APA, etc. ) is determined in the learning environment (the class, task group, work experience, etc.)  and appropriate to the assigned task.

PROFICIENT: student has presented sufficient and repeated evidence of attainment of a particular Competency, according to the Performance Standard. NOT YET PROFICIENT: student is still working towards complete attainment of a particular Competency. SURPASSES GRADE PROFICIENCY: student has presented sufficient and repeated evidence of attainment of a particular Competency, according to the Performance Standard, and the evidence presented for that Competency  demonstrated skill beyond grade level. NO BASIS FOR EVALUATION: Opportunities to attain Competency or collect evidence were not present.
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
