Through the PrimarySource Platform, educators can connect and collaborate on lesson plans with a strong emphasis on primary source documents and U.S. constitutional history. We encourage educators nationwide to share lesson plans, ask other educators and ConSource staff members for advice on using primary source
materials in the classroom, and engage the nation in a robust discussion on the documentary history of the U.S. Constitution.
