STEPS:

· Confirm that the Common Pages for the LEA have been submitted to the DOE.  The Common Pages must be approved for the application to be reviewed.  
· Confirm Program Assurances for each Title being drawn on are filed.
· Sign on to: MYNHDOE website at https://my.doe.nh.gov/myNHDOE/Login/Login.aspx
· Select RLIS from the application drop down menu

· Complete the general identification information section.

· The Activity ID is generated by the system for tracking.  No entry.

· Category Drop Down Box.  NA is the appropriate response.

· Section:  Priority to be Addressed
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· Section:  Activities
In this text box indicate the activities to reach the Measurable Objective

· Section:  Performance Measurement

In this section indicate the evidence to be collected to determine implementation.

· Section:  Outcome
At the end of the project, evaluation information will be entered here.

· Complete Budget Information as directed. The budget information is self-explanatory. Use the dropdown lists for the proper function and object codes and key in the amount for each line item. The data will be locked in when the DOE approves the application. Once a line item is created, you cannot delete it; this history is maintained for audit purposes.  You can however, edit the line item by zeroing or reducing the amount and creating a new line item to meet your needs.
