Funds May be Used for the Following Authorized Activities:

Safe and Drug-Free Schools funds may be used within these targeted activity areas provided that they are consistent with the Principles of Effectiveness.  Authorized Activities you may design include:

· age appropriate and developmentally based activities that teach students about the dangers of emerging drugs;
· family and/or community activities designed to set clear expectations against use of illegal substances and appropriate consequences for such behaviors;
· dissemination of drug prevention information to schools or communities to be served;
· professional development and training for school personnel, parents, and/or community members in mentoring, prevention education, early identification, intervention, and referral services;
· community-wide planning and activities to reduce illegal drug use.
LEAs may use funds:

· to contract for assistance with data collection, analysis, and development of an action plan;
· to pay teacher stipends for work outside of contractual obligation to participate in the crafting of an action plan;
· may be used to pay for contract services.
Funds May Also be Used for the Following Pre-Approved Activities:
Pre-Approved Programs have been identified by the Office of Safe and Drug-Free Schools and include programs which serve specific at-risk and high need populations:
