TIMEFRAME
The project period may start on or after May 15, 2011 and must end no later than 

August 31, 2011.  Funds may not be obligated until such time as your planning grant
application has been received and approved by the NHDOE Title I Office.
FUNDING
Any Title I school or district newly identified as in need of improvement is eligible to apply for 

planning funds not to exceed $4,000.  
USE OF FUNDS

Use of funds is restricted to activities directly related to the development of the required 
plan.  Funds may be used to:  
· hire an external facilitator;  

· bring in an outside expert; 

· cover costs to participate in training related to the content of the plan: 
· pay staff for work done outside regular contract hours;

· pay for substitutes; 

· visit other schools/districts;

· cover local team meeting expenses or other needed allowable expenses.  

Please note:  All unexpended, excess planning grant funds must be returned to the NHDOE and cannot be added to any district or school’s improvement funds for implementation.
