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All districts with multiple attendance areas are required to meet the comparability requirements of Public Law 107-334 (ESEA) the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, Section 1120 A - Fiscal Requirements.  Districts are considered to have multiple attendance areas if there is more than one school serving the same grade span and if the basic factor for determining what school the children attend is their place of residence.
Current requirements for Comparability specify that a district must meet either the staff/student ratio requirement or the cost per pupil requirement.  Since the staff/student ratio information is likely to be much more readily available, you may want to do the calculations for staff/student ratios first.
