· Coordinate the NH Teacher of the Deaf Community of Practice, and attend other national conference such as the Pepnet2 Transition Project; the Laurent Clerc National Deaf Education Center, National Accessible Educational Materials regarding Communication and Language Acquisition, and National Association Special Education.

· A letter of interest detailing how your expertise and experience as a New Hampshire Teacher of the Deaf And Hearing Impaired qualifies you to be the best candidate for the New Hampshire Department of Education Deaf and Hard of Hearing Distinguished Educator Program.

· Three (3) letters of recommendation;

· Any product(s) that may demonstrate your level of expertise; and

· A current resume and a copy of your current NH Teacher of the Deaf and Hearing Impaired Certification.
