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NH RESPONDS School Team Training on RTI for Behavior or Literacy: 

                          Universal Prevention and Intervention

Overview

This two-day training series is open to any NH public or charter school considering or beginning implementation of Response to Intervention (RTI) for behavior support or literacy. School teams (minimum of 3 people) will need to choose an RTI Literacy or an RTI Behavior Support strand and must commit to attend both days of this 2-part event on February 6th and March 13th. The primary focus of both strands will be on understanding and perfecting the universal or primary level of RTI. 

Keynote Speaker

Dr. Steve Goodman currently serves as Co-Director for Michigan's Integrated Behavior and Learning Support Initiative (MiBLSi), a statewide initiative to improve the behavior and academic outcomes of elementary and middle school students. Dr. Goodman directs the implementation of MiBLSi in 340 schools across Michigan.  Holding a Ph.D. in psychology with an emphasis on Applied Behavior Analysis (ABA), he is a specialist in the area of severe behavioral impairments. His 27 years in the field of education includes 12 years as a classroom teacher working with a full range of behavioral impairments and learning challenges. An adjunct professor teaching graduate and undergraduate students, Dr. Goodman has co-authored research articles in professional journals as well as several book chapters promoting a unique approach to intervention that integrates behavioral and academic learning supports.
Cost
The nominal cost for this two-day event is $150 per school ($50 per person for a three-person team).  Additional school representatives may register for $20 each.  Parent representatives are encouraged to attend with the designated school team without charge.  Team members can include: Administrators, Principals, Reading Specialists, Special Educators, general classroom teachers, Title I tutors, parents, paraprofessionals, behavior specialists, curriculum coordinators, or others as appropriate.

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Selecting an Appropriate Strand and Level for Your Team

Teams registering for this two-day event must decide to focus on either a Literacy or Behavior Support strand.  In addition, teams will select the appropriate level (A or B) that reflects their team’s readiness level to implement RTI.  See descriptions below to assist your team in making this choice. The selection of strand and level will apply to both days of this training series.
Literacy Strand
Literacy Level A:  For schools who are considering using a tiered RTI model of support for literacy instruction, this strand provides an overview of the components recognized as best practice in the current research. After learning the components of the RTI model for literacy instruction, the focus of this strand is on the research-based, recommended practices of the model for both universal classroom instruction and universal teaming.

Literacy Level B:  For schools that have already begun using RTI for literacy, the focus of this strand is on the research-based, recommended practices of the model for both universal classroom instruction and universal teaming and organizational features.

Behavior Strand
Behavior Level A:  This strand is designed for schools considering the adoption of Positive Behavior Supports (PBIS) as a tiered RTI for behavior support.  The outcomes of this readiness strand are to support schools in (1) making an informed decision about whether to adopt PBIS and (2) understanding the features of an effective universal leadership team that can oversee the design of systems, data and practices for implementation of the universal system.

Behavior Level B:  This strand is designed for schools that have gained commitment and are ready to begin implementation of the universal tier of PBIS as RTI for behavior support.   The outcomes of this implementers strand are to (1) establish the universal leadership team and processes and (2) design the universal system of behavior support for implementation in fall 2009.

Workshop session information (team will attend one of the following): 
Literacy Level A, Part 1:  The sessions will consist of lecture, small group work (in school teams), and discussion of the RTI model, including common “variations” of the model that are currently being piloted. Information will include research-based recommended practices and policies. Participants will learn how to provide high-quality literacy instruction in general education classrooms, the first tier of the RTI model. In addition, there will be information about assessment and monitoring of student progress in reading and writing. 

Literacy Level B, Part 1:  The sessions will begin with a brief review of the RTI model, including the formation of school-based teams. Participants will complete a self-assessment of their current practices to determine their level of readiness for forming of a literacy leadership team in their schools. Participants will begin the process of forming a team to: a) support classroom teachers with professional development opportunities, b) collect, monitor, and analyze data of student progress, and c) determine levels of instructional fidelity and quality in the school.
Behavior Support Level A, Part 1:  The sessions will provide an overview of Positive Behavior Supports (PBIS) as a multi-tiered, data-based RTI system of problem behavior prevention and intervention.  Specific attention will be given to the features of universal PBIS, including the importance of an effective leadership team, data-driven decision-making, agreement on behavioral expectations and effective practices in school-wide prevention.
Behavior Support Level B, Part 1: This sessions begins with a review of PBIS as a vehicle for building positive school climate and supporting both academic and behavioral growth.  Specific attention is given to the systems that support teachers, the practices that support students, and the data that supports good decision-making.

*Poster Showcase: During lunch there will be displays from several schools that are currently implementing effective behavior supports and literacy practices of RTI. Participants are encouraged to view these displays and dialogue with school representatives.

Workshop Sessions Information (team will complete strand started on February 6): 
Literacy Level A workshops, Part 2:  The day will begin with a brief review of the RTI model, including the formation of school-based teams. Participants will complete a self-assessment of their current practices to determine their level of readiness for forming of a literacy leadership team in their schools. The primary purposes of a literacy team are to: a) support classroom teachers with professional development opportunities, b) collect, monitor, and analyze data of student progress, and c) determine levels of instructional fidelity and quality in the school. 

Literacy Level B workshops, Part 2:  School teams will learn about research-based, literacy-related assessment that can be used to determine level of need and for progress monitoring. Our research has shown that a primary professional development need of classroom teachers is how to use assessment data to guide instruction in the classroom for individual students or for the entire class. In addition, participants will learn how to track instruction across and between grade levels.
Behavior Support Level A workshops, Part 2:  School teams will focus on the features of an effective school-wide system of response to problem behavior, including common conundrums in implementation.  Data systems to collect and use discipline referrals as a way to systematically institute prevention and intervention efforts will also be covered.  Assessment instruments will provide a snapshot of current practice within the school and suggest where a systematic RTI approach to behavior might be helpful.
Behavior Support Level B workshops, Part 2: School teams will complete assessments of current practice within their schools, suggesting priority areas for attention.  In preparation for September 2009, teams will begin planning to engage stakeholders in the understanding and design of PBIS and assess readiness for implementing or refining the features of their universal system of behavior supports.
