USDA ACCUCLAIM On-Site Review Report

According to Federal Regulation 7 CFR 210.8(a), every school year each School Food Authority with more than one school shall perform no less than one On-Site Review (ACCUCLAIM) of the lunch counting and claiming system utilized by each school under its jurisdiction. 

The On-Site Review is one of many internal controls required by regulation to ensure the claims for reimbursement are submitted accurately, that claims reflect correctly consolidated meal counts, correctly approved parent applications, updated systems for roster adjustments, and that the correct and approved Point of Service system is in place and properly executed.

The On-Site Review must take place on or before February 1st of each school year.  During the review, any problems with the meal counting and claiming systems disclosed shall receive a corrective action plan by the School Food Authority.  Within 45 days of the initial review a follow-up On-Site Review must occur.  The purpose of the follow-up review is to ensure that correction to the initial problem has been resolved.

Our office is providing, for your use, the ACCUCLAIM On-Site Review documents.

The completed ACCUCLAIM Review form is an auditable document.  Please ensure that the review and any follow-up reviews are maintained with the School Food Authority for three years plus the current school year.  Do not send in the results of this self monitoring review, these documents must be available for independent auditors and program reviewers.
