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1) Purpose and Scope
A) The Healthy, Hunger-Free Kids Act of 2010 (the Act), Public Law 111-296, was signed into law by the President on December 13, 2010.  The Act modifies requirements for edit checks and follow-up reviews related to detection of block claims in the Child and Adult Care Food Program.  

2) Legal Requirements
A) Effective immediately, Sponsoring Organizations are no longer required to conduct edit checks designed to detect block claims as defined by 7 CFR 226.2 and required by 7 CFR 226.10(c )(3) and consequently, are not required to meet the follow-up review requirements associated with detection of block claims as described in 7 CFR 226.10(c)(3).

B) It is important to note that Federal requirements for two other sponsor-level edit checks are still in effect.  These include the requirement to verify the provider is claiming only the approved meal types in accordance with 7 CFR 226.10(c)(1) and the comparison of enrollment, days of service and total meal claims in accordance with 7 CFR 226.10(c)(2). 
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
