During program year 2016-2017, if your family’s income qualifies, Free and Reduced 
Price Meals benefits may be available to your children if enrolled in a sponsoring 
organization participating the CACFP or to an elder family member if enrolled in a 
sponsoring organization participating in an Adult Day Care Food Program.  Contact your 
CACFP provider to receive an application for Free and Reduced Price Meals.   
Household information is confidential, will be used only for determining eligibility, 
verifying data, and state and federal education programs.  Your children or elder family 
member may be eligible for free meals if your household participates in Food Stamps, 
FDPIR, TANF or WIC.
