is herein designated the School Food Authority, and the New Hampshire Department of Education is herein designated the State Agency.  The Permanent Agreement for Child Nutrition Programs includes the National School Lunch Program, the School Breakfast Program, the After School Snack Program, the State Breakfast/Wellness Reimbursement Program (RSA 189; 11(a) VII), and/or the Special Milk Program as indicated on Attachment A and herein referred to as Programs for one or any combination thereof.  The Programs are subject to Public Law 94-105 and Public Law 108-265 as amended, (60 Stat. 885, 42-USC 1771) and subject to all present and subsequent regulations issued pursuant to said statutes, i.e. National School Lunch Program Regulations (7 CFR Part 210), School Breakfast Program (7 CFR Part 220), Area Eligible Snack Program and After School Snack Program (Public Law 105-336), Special Milk Program Regulations (7 CFR Part 215), and Eligibility for Free and Reduced Price Meals or Free Milk in "pricing" Schools (7 CFR Part 245), Procurement Requirements (7 CFR Part 3016 and 3019) and any amendments thereto.  

The School Food Authority, in accordance and compliance with the applicable Regulations and subsequent amendments thereto, agrees to: 
 

•
Accept final financial and administrative responsibility for the operation of a non-profit food service in the schools (or sites listed in Attachment A) under the above named Programs;
•
Use all income accruing to its food service program's operation solely for authorized Program purposes;
•
Oversee the financial reconciliation of all aspects of program funds.  It shall be consistent with Program needs, that is, not in excess of three months operating expense without written permission from the State Agency;
•
Ensure oversight of all procurement practices;

•
Comply with all of the provisions to the appropriate Regulations and Amendments, and
•
Comply with any and all State and Local Laws applicable to the operation of the chosen Program(s).

The School Food Authority agrees that it will uniformly implement the following policy to determine children's eligibility for free and reduced price meals in all National School Lunch Program and School Breakfast Program schools under its jurisdiction or, where applicable, determine children's eligibility for free milk in schools offering the free milk option under the Special Milk Program.  In fulfilling these responsibilities, the School Food Authority agrees to the following:

1.
Free Meals:  Serve free meals, After School Snacks or milk (if under the free milk option in the Special Milk
Program), to children from households whose income is at or below the free limit of the Income Eligibility

Guidelines, as documented by the approved Parent Income Application for free and reduced price meals or free milk, to homeless children as determined by the district Homeless Liaison, to eligible foster children, or to children who receive SNAP/FANF benefits and provide a case number on the Parent Income Application. 
2.
Free Snacks:  Serve all free snacks to only children who attend an After School Snack Program in a “Categorically
Eligible” geographical area school.

 3.
Reduced Price Meals:  Serve meals and after school snacks at a reduced price to children from households whose income is at or below the reduced price limits of the Income Eligibility Guidelines as documented by the approved Parent Income Application for free and reduced price meals.

 4.
Limit Reduced Price Charge to Child:  Set reduced price charges for lunch, breakfast and snack at or below the maximum reduced price allowed by regulations: 40 cents lunch, 30 cents breakfast, 15 cents snacks.
5.
Equal Treatment:  Ensure no physical segregation of, nor any other discrimination against, any child because of his/her inability to pay the full price of the meals or milk.  The names of the children eligible to receive free or reduced price meals or free milk shall not be published or posted, used for any purpose other than stated on the application, or announced in any manner.  There shall be no overt identification of any such children through the use of the special tokens, tickets or any other means.  Further assurance is given that children eligible for free or reduced price meals, snacks or free milk shall not be required to:


a.
Work for their meals or milk;


b.
Use a separate lunchroom or milk service area;


c.
Go through a separate serving line;


d.
Enter the lunchroom through a separate entrance;


e.
Eat meals or drink milk at a different time;


f.
Eat a meal different from the one sold to children paying the full price or drink milk different from that sold to children paying the full price.

Nondiscrimination:


“The program applicant hereby agrees that it will comply with Title VI of  the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (42 U.S.C. 2000d et seq.), Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972 (20 U.S.C. 1681 et seq.), Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C. 794 et seq.), the Age Discrimination Act of 1975 (42 U.S.C. 6101 et seq.); all provisions required by the implementing regulations of the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA); Department of Justice Enforcement Guidelines, 28 CFR 50.3 and 42; and USDA Food Nutrition Service directives and guidelines, to the effect that, no person shall, on the grounds of race, color, national origin, sex, age or disability, be excluded from participation in, be denied benefits of, or otherwise be subject to discrimination under any program or activity for which the program applicant receives Federal financial assistance from Food and Nutrition Services; and hereby gives assurance that it will immediately take measures necessary to effectuate this agreement.

By accepting this assurance, the program applicant agrees to compile data, maintain records and submit reports, as required, to permit effective enforcement of the nondiscrimination laws and permit authorized USDA personnel during normal working hours to review such records, books and accounts as needed to ascertain compliance with the nondiscrimination laws.  If there are any violations of this assurance, USDA, Food and Nutrition Service, shall have the right to seek judicial enforcement of this assurance.  This assurance is binding on the program applicant and its successors, transferees and assignees, as long as they receive assistance or retain possession of any assistance from USDA.  The person or persons whose signatures appear below have been authorized to sign this assurance.

Verification:  School Food Authorities must verify eligibility of applicant households in accordance with regulations


 7CFR245.6a(c) and Public Law 108-205 and 108-265.  School Food Authorities will assign Determining Officials, Confirmation Officials and Follow-Up Officials who will be responsible for verification efforts. Compliance with these requirements are monitored by the State Agency and independent auditors as part of the federal regulatory monitoring and verification compliance review efforts.  Verification shall be completed by November 15 of each school year. Noncompliance may result in claims being withheld.  All records must be maintained for the current year plus 3 prior years or longer if involved in an ongoing audit.  
8. Parent Appeal Rights Hearing Procedures:  School Food Authorities will establish and use a fair hearing procedure as indicated in the Parent Appeal Rights and Procedures document.

School Food Authority Right to Appeal:  The School Food Authority may have the right to appeal a
 
financial finding of any administrative review.  The School Food Authority may not, however, appeal the 

Corrective Action associated with the finding.   7 CFR 210.18(q)
