Re: Request to exclude Title I, Part A ARRA funds in determining district’s/LEA’s per-pupil amount for SES

 To Whom It May Concern:
I am writing on behalf of (enter district and school) to request a waiver for the 2009-2010 project period requirement in section 1116(e)(6)(A) of the ESEA and in 34 C.F.R. § 200.48(c)(1) to determine the per-pupil amount for Supplemental Educational Services (SES) based on our district’s/LEA’s total 2009-2010 Title I, Part A allocation (i.e., including both its regular Title I, Part A allocation and its Title I, Part A allocation under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA)).  Specifically, I am seeking this waiver to allow our district to exclude some/all of the Title I, Part A funds we receive under ARRA in calculating our per-pupil amount for SES. Our district believes that the requested waiver, by reducing the per-pupil amount, will allow our district to provide SES to more students. 

Our district believes that, ultimately, to exclude some/all of its ARRA funds in determining the per-pupil amount for SES and thereby allowing more students to receive SES may help our school(s) and district make AYP by enabling more students to receive services that will help them meet the Annual Measurable Objectives (AMOs) set forth by the NH DOE.
If granted the requested waiver, our district assures the following:

· We will comply with all of the statutory and regulatory requirements regarding the provision of SES with respect to our regular FY 2009 Title I, Part A allocation; 
· We will comply with all other Title I, Part A statutory and regulatory requirements (to the extent we are not waived), including the requirements in sections 1114 and 1115 of the ESEA to have schoolwide and targeted assistance programs that “use effective methods and instructional strategies that are based on scientifically based research”;
· We will use the funds freed up by the waiver to address needs identified based on data, such as Statewide or formative assessment results; 
· All approved providers for our district will be notified of the change in per-pupil amount and contracts will be adjusted as needed;

· SES services will continue to be offered to eligible students, including the distribution of letters to all families with students on the eligible school’s free and reduced lunch program list (regardless of academic performance), until all SES spaces are filled; 

· If more than one school in my district has to offer SES services, spaces will be filled based on a first come first serve basis district-wide, not by setting a particular allotment of spaces per school; and

· We will provide the NH DOE with any requested data regarding the waiver and the approval process.
As part of the requirements of the waiver process, we are providing the following information:

How will the approval of this waiver be used within the district/school(s)? 

How will the approval of this waiver improve or maintain the level of support that you provide to your academically disadvantaged students?

How are your district/school(s) improving the quality of instruction or the academic achievement of students?

Our district recognizes that in order to have the program and budget changes, as a result of this waiver, approved within our grant, we must submit the Request to exclude Title I, Part A ARRA funds in determining our district’s/LEA’s 20 percent obligation for choice-related transportation and SES waiver form as well as update and submit the appropriate Title I district/school application pages.
